Trained as a pharmacist and with research experience in
pharmacoepidemiology, he has been closely involved in the
development of several approaches to apply economic
analyses systematically to inform resource allocation
decisions in a publicly funded health care system.

In particular, he has helped the Pharmaceutical Benefits

Advisory Committee to consider analyses of the comparative
