Professor Richard Boyd is Director of Monash
Immunology and Stem Cell Laboratories (MISCL),
where he heads the Immune Regeneration
laboratory.

He is also Chief Scientific Officer of UK AlM-listed
biotechnology company Norwood Immunology,
who have supported the translation of his research
to clinical trials in Australia and the US.

Richard’'s laboratory has established an
internationally recognised leadership position in
understanding the nature and function of the
thymic microenvironment. Recently they have
developed technologies for reversing age-
associated degeneration of the immune system,

particularly the thymus, including making haemopoietic stem cell transplantation
(HSCT) more efficient. This forms the basis for treating many immune disorders
such as autoimmunity, and induction of transplantation tolerance, including to
stem cell based therapies. The combination of immunology and stem cells,
coupled with stem cell banking, thus represents a powerful platform for
regenerative medicine, with both human and veterinary applications.

Professor Boyd has also been extensively involved in establishing the Australia-
China Centre for Excellence in Stem Cell Sciences, in partnership with the
Peking University Stem Cell Research Centre.
